CCP

Provincial funding allocations have changed resulting in a course fee pay system.
ABESAP funding has increase by 30% with the cap having been removed. The
K-12 system will be referring adult learners to CCP due to no extra funding and
space allocations. CCP will be moving to a bridging format with two streams
CCP > UC and CCP > Science/UC/Nursing. A third stream, CCP > Trades is
being developed which would fall under a separate budget. Distance education
options are being looked into due to reduced options for self paced programs.
Fee structure recommendations are now before Presidents Council. Course fees
will be higher than UC due to greater contact time.
